A short stroll
leads down to Torquay Harbour, the social and
lifestyle hub of the town, where you’ll find a wide
selection of waterside bars, restaurants and cafés.
From relaxed brunch spots and independent coffee
houses to well-regarded dining venues and cocktail
bars, the harbour offers something for every
occasion, all set against a picturesque marina
backdrop. For higher-end dining, the area is home
to renowned establishments including Michelin-
starred restaurants and popular local favourites,
alongside a mix of international cuisine, from Italian
and seafood to Thai and modern British. The
seafront promenade is equally accessible, offering
level walks along the bay, linking to Torre Abbey
Sands and further round towards Paignton, while the
nearby marina and Princess Gardens provide a
lively yet relaxed environment throughout the year.
Just moments away in the opposite direction is
Meadfoot Beach, widely regarded as one of
Torquay’s most scenic coastal spots. Framed by
dramatic cliffs and clear waters, it offers a quieter
alternative to the main seafront and is ideal for
swimming, paddleboarding or simply unwinding by
the sea. The beach café is a popular destination in
its own right, known for its fresh food and
outstanding coastal views. For those who enjoy the
outdoors, the property is perfectly positioned for
access to a network of coastal walks. The nearby
South West Coast Path and routes around
Daddyhole Plain provide elevated viewpoints across
Tor Bay and connect seamlessly back to the harbour
