PROPERTY DESCRIPTION

Located at the end of a quiet residential cul de sac and occupying a much larger than normal plot is this beautifully presented semi detached family home. Offering a large driveway,
beautiful landscaped south facing rear garden with home office/garden room and three bedrooms with an en suite to the master. This property needs to be viewed to appreciate
the outside space and delightful garden.

The property is set back from the road with a small front garden laid to lawn and pathway leading to the front door, to the side is a big driveway with up and over door to the
garage and timber gate leading to the side and rear gardens. From the hallway are stairs rising tot he first floor landing and a door leading into the sitting. With plenty of space fora
furniture, a door leading to the kitchen and a double glazed window to the front aspect the sitting room is a lovely space to spend time in. Located on the rear of the house, the
kitchen/dining room is a light and spacious room with double glazed windows and French doors leading to the south facing rear garden. There is a comprehensive range of cabinets
plus a selection of integrated appliances while off the kitchen is a small utility area with a door leading to the cloakroom.

From the first floor landing are doors leading to all bedrooms, the family bathroom and access to the loft space. The master bedroom has a double glazed window looking over the
landscaped rear garden, built in double wardrobes and a door to the en suite shower room. Bedrooms two and three are both on the front of the house with double glazed
windows. The family bathroom is fitted with a white three piece suite and tiling to the splash prone areas.

The south facing rear garden has been landscaped and lovingly maintained to offer plenty of sun when you want it and shade when you need it. There is a covered patio area that
runs the width of the property and a pathway that leads to the side of the house where you can find a side garden that is currently laid to paving with a large timber shed. The
garden itself is laid to lawn with a selection of bright and attractive flowers and shrubs, all enclosed by timber fencing. The left had side of the garden is a large timber built home
office/garden room with large glazed double doors and a composite decked area, perfect for enjoying those long summer evenings.
