The Property 
Situated in a quiet spot on the outskirts of the popular village of Bere Alston, this pretty cottage offers 
generous accommodation for a larger family or could potentially be divided into two to create an 
annexe or provide rental income. Originally believed to have been two cottages, the property retains 
many original features. The main house welcomes you into a charming country kitchen/diner with a 
Rayburn set within a stone hearth, complemented by exposed stone walls and slate floors. This flows 
into  larger lounge/dining room with patio doors and large picture windows overlooking the patio and 
gardens. There is also a small utility room and, up a few steps, a spacious bathroom. A second living 
room overlooking the gardens on the other side of the house boasts a beautiful stone fireplace with 
a log burner, creating a cosy space for winter evenings. Stairs lead from here to the first floor, where 
there are three characterful double bedrooms and a shower room. The principal bedroom is spacious 
and filled with natural light, featuring a vaulted ceiling. The second bedroom provides a cosy retreat, 
with the third offering a view right across the valley. The second part of the cottage, which could be 
completely self-contained with its own entrance from the side, includes a living room with another 
large fireplace, a small kitchen overlooking the barbecue area, a wet room, and two bedrooms upstairs.

Outside
The well-laid-out private gardens surround the entire property. A path and steps lead through gently 
sloping grass terraces, past the walled barbecue area and onto the lawn at the rear, which overlooks 
the surrounding woodland. A large patio, complete with shelter provides the perfect spot to enjoy 
your favourite tipple and extends the social space from the living/dining room while allowing you 
to take in the natural surroundings. The garden continues along a gravel path, offering an excellent 
opportunity to create growing spaces for a vegetable plot or fruit trees. At the top of the plot there 
is a large parking area for multiple vehicles, along with a spacious garage and workshop with storage 
above, and a separate room currently used as a gym. There is also a stone storage shed.
