
BONHAM’S MEWS
S O U T H  N E W T O N



It’s the outlook here that defines this house - wide, uninterrupted views across Bonham’s 
Meadow to the River Wylye, all part of the wider Pembroke Estate. Set behind a brick and flint 

wall, with a wide gravel drive, it offers a connection to the countryside that’s hard to match. 

Built and designed by the current owners around 25 years ago, the house has been shaped with 
care and intention, creating a home that feels both characterful and easy to live in. With a 
south-west facing garden and views that shift beautifully with the seasons, it’s a setting that’s as 

compelling in winter as it is in summer.

The front door itself hints at the story behind the house; 
Crafted by the owner’s grandfather and originally 
intended for a horse sauna (yes horse!) at Druid’s Lodge 
racing stables, it’s a detail that quietly reflects the thought 
and personality that runs throughout the property.

Inside, there’s an immediate feeling of space. The layout 
unfolds naturally from the hallway, and the house has a 
surprising scale - far larger than first impressions suggest.

The front door was crafted by the 
owner’s grandfather and originally 
intended for a horse sauna at Druid’s 

Lodge racing stables.



The sitting room is a generous, comfortable room centred 
around a Calor gas-fired stove, set within a fully lined 
chimney. The carved wooden surround has its own history, 
dating back several hundred years and originating from 
an old house across the valley.

Light comes in from multiple directions, creating a bright 
but relaxed atmosphere. An open archway leads through 
to the dining room which gives a natural flow between 
the two spaces while still allowing each to feel distinct.

The dining room forms the heart of the ground 
floor and is a sociable, well-proportioned room 
that opens directly into the conservatory beyond. 



With underfloor heating and garden 
views, the conservatory extends the 
living space and provides the main 
connection out into the garden.  This 
makes it a wonderful place to take in 
the uninterrupted views and watch 
the wide variety of visiting bird life.

The additional reception room offers 
real flexibility, working equally 
well as a study, playroom or snug. 
With the benefit of a recently fitted 
shower room on the ground floor, it 
is currently arranged as a bedroom.



The kitchen is practical and well 
arranged with everything within easy 
reach, a space designed for cooking, 
baking and day-to-day life. There’s a 
lovely outlook over the garden, making 
it an enjoyable place to spend time, 
particularly in the morning light. A 
separate utility room keeps things 
organised and out of sight.



Upstairs, the sense of space continues. The principle bedroom is a calm, private room which 
has amazing views towards Grovely Woods and not another dwelling in sight!  This room has 
its own en-suite bathroom and a large dressing room fitted with extensive built-in storage. 



There are two further bedrooms on this floor, both with ample built in storage cupboards and these are served by a family bathroom.
The loft room is a substantial bonus space, previously large enough to accommodate a full-sized snooker table. Accessed via a fixed 
staircase to a loft hatch, it offers clear potential for further development, subject to the necessary consents and is an opportunity to 

create an additional principal suite, studio or workspace.



Outside, the garden is a real highlight. Facing 
south-west, it enjoys sun for much of the day 
and has been carefully planted to provide 
colour, structure and interest throughout the 
seasons. 

There are distinct areas to enjoy at different 
times of day from morning coffee closer 
to the house, to a shaded spot beneath the 
pergola, through to a gravelled seating area 
at the far end, perfectly placed for evening 
light and long, uninterrupted views across the 
meadows, river and surrounding countryside. 
It’s a garden that has clearly been loved and 
thoughtfully created over many years and is a 
wonderful spot to watch glorious sunsets!

At the front, the gravel driveway provides 
comfortable parking for three cars, and the 
house sits neatly back from the road, giving a 
sense of separation and calm.

The setting in South Newton offers a balance of village life and accessibility, with Salisbury just a short 
drive away. The Bell Inn, a popular local pub, is an easy walk from the house, and the surrounding 
countryside provides exceptional walking from the nearby water meadows through to the charming 

village of Great Wishford and into Grovely Woods, a real haven for dog walkers. 

There are regular bus services, running approximately hourly, connecting to both Salisbury and 
Warminster, and Salisbury rail station is around five miles away, offering direct routes further afield. 
The area is well served for families too, with a highly regarded primary school in Great Wishford, 
along with a recreation ground, children’s playground and village hall at the heart of the community.
