This beautifully presented three bedroom end-terrace
house is situated in a quiet cul-de-sac, overlooking a
green in the ever-popular Knaphill area. Having been
recently redecorated throughout, the property is offered
in excellent condition and is ready to move straight into.

A welcoming entrance hall greets you on arrival,
providing a useful space for coats and shoes. The
ground floor comprises a front aspect kitchen and a
spacious 18ft lounge/dining room to the rear. Outside,
you have a South/Easterly facing garden and a garage in
a nearby block completes the package.

Upstairs are three bedrooms, two of which are generous
doubles. All three bedrooms share the use of a well-
appointed family bathroom fitted with a wash hand
basin, W/C and bath with wall-mounted shower and
glass screen.

Outside, the South/Easterly facing garden has been laid
with decking for ease of maintenance, with a sleeper-
enclosed border containing an array of plants and
shrubs. A garage in a nearby block completes the
package.

Knaphill High Street is within walking distance, offering a
vibrant range of shops, pubs, restaurants, a Post Office
and pharmacy, with Sainsbury's superstore
approximately a quarter of a mile away. Brookwood
station provides regular direct services to Waterloo,
Woking and Guildford, and the M3/M25 is easily
accessible, making this an ideal home for commuters.

For those who enjoy the outdoors, Stafford Lake and
Brookwood Country Park are both nearby.
