Forest Lodge is a light and airy, extended former
forester’s cottage. It is in Forestry England’s “Mountain
Wood” and surrounded by many acres of Forestry
England woodland. The Sheepleas are just a few
minutes’ walk away for the enjoyment of even more
glorious Surrey countryside.

Forest Lodge sits on a generous plot of over 0.7 acres.
The fully fenced and secure gardens are expansive and
blend into the forest whilst perfectly enveloping the
property. This peaceful and tranquil home is set within
the Surrey Hills National Landscape, (formally referred to
as an “Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty” - AONB). 

On the ground floor there is a large kitchen diner, with an
adjoining utility room and a further room which would be
ideal as a boot room, office or child’s play area, (or puppy
room). On the other side of the ground floor, the living
room has windows on three sides, flooding it with natural
light. While a further middle room is flexible, and
currently used as an art room and office. 

On the first floor, you’ll find a sizeable master bedroom
with clear views over the garden, and an ensuite
bathroom. There are two further large bedrooms, a single
bedroom and a family bathroom. The top floor provides
an additional bedroom alongside useful eaves storage.
