This well-presented detached bungalow offers plentiful 
and versatile accommodation, located in a cul-de-sac, 
with a secluded garden and integral garage.

The welcoming porch leads into the spacious and bright 
sitting room with a feature fireplace, currently with an 
electric fire, and double internal doors leading into the 
dining room. The dining room, to the rear of the 
property, has plenty of natural light from the sliding 
doors that lead into the rear garden.

The kitchen is accessed from the sitting room and offers 
a variety of retro units with stone-effect worktops and 
finished with patterned tiling. Appliances include a 
cooker with extractor over, washing machine, dryer and 
fridge/freezer.

To the left of the bungalow is the sleeping quarters 
including two double bedrooms, single bedroom and 
family bathroom. The main bedroom is currently used a 
self-contained studio with ensuite and kitchenette 
however this could be updated to include a larger 
ensuite if that was preferred. Both double bedrooms 
have built-in storage.

The family bathroom is fitted with a white suite 
comprising panelled bath with shower over, wall-hung 
basin, WC, and finished with modern tiling.
 

The property is approached via a stone driveway, with 
parking for at least two cars, leading to the integral 
garage with power & lighting. A side gate leads to the 
rear garden, a lovely, secluded space, mainly laid to lawn 
with mature borders, good-sized shed for storage, and a 
generous patio area, perfect for alfresco dining and 
summertime entertaining. To the left of the house is a 
small storage area, currently used to store bicycles.

Slinfold is a picturesque village, almost midway between 
Billingshurst and Horsham (both have direct railway 
services to Victoria/London Bridge). The ancient St 
Peter's church, the primary school and the Red Lyon 
Public House occupy central locations. Local sporting 
facilities include golf at Slinfold Golf & Country
Club and football, cricket, and tennis clubs
within the village. For older children there
is The Weald comprehensive
school in Billingshurst.



Services
Electricity, storage heaters, water and mains drainage are currently connected to the property. 
Council Tax Band E, however this could be subject to change. EPC-F.
