Built in a charming cottage style with
rendered elevations beneath a traditional
tiled roof, this modern home offers
comfortable, low-maintenance living in
one of Poundbury’s most convenient and
sought-after locations.

On the ground floor, the entrance hall
leads to a cloakroom and a welcoming
sitting room, complete with a flame-effect
gas fire creating a cosy focal point. To the
rear, the kitchen/dining room is fitted with
a range of contemporary wall and base
units and offers space for a freestanding
dishwasher, fridge/freezer, washing
machine and cooker. There is ample
room for a dining table, and doors open
directly onto the enclosed rear garden,
making it a lovely sociable space for
everyday living and entertaining alike.

Upstairs, there are two well-proportioned
double bedrooms and a good-sized single
bedroom, along with a modern family
shower room and airing cupboard.

Outside, the rear garden has been
designed for ease of maintenance, with
paved areas and a raised decked seating
space ideal for enjoying the warmer
months. There is also an outside tap and
garden shed. A rear pedestrian gate
provides access to two allocated parking
spaces, conveniently located just behind
the property.



The property is ideally situated within
easy walking distance of Queen Mother
Square and the Buttermarket, which offer
a wide range of amenities including
Waitrose, The Duchess of Cornwall Inn, a
Post Office, Monart Spa, butchers, coffee
houses, restaurants and a garden centre.
Across the wider Poundbury development
there are independent boutiques,
galleries, specialist outlets, along with a
veterinary practice, dentist and doctor’s
surgery.
