Description: 

Situated in a popular and well-connected location in Wordsley, 
Stourbridge, this extended three-bedroom semi-detached 
family home benefits from two sizeable garages and parking 
options to the rear. 
 
The property is set back from the road by an extensive split-
level frontage overlooking lawns, with a pathway leading to the 
front door. 
 
Once inside, the well-laid-out interior briefly comprises a good-
sized initial porch/boot room with a door leading into the 
entrance hallway. The spacious lounge features a bow bay 
window to the front aspect and a gas fireplace. The stylish fitted 
Avanti kitchen, re-fitted last year, incorporates a range of sleek 
cabinetry, an inset sink with separate drainer, and an integral 
oven with gas hob over. The extended kitchen flows seamlessly 
into the formal dining room, which also offers enough space for 
a small study area and features double-glazed French doors 
opening out to the rear. 
 
Rising upstairs, the first-floor landing has doors leading off to 
double bedroom one, which offers elevated views to the 
frontage and Wordsley Church beyond. Double bedroom two 
enjoys views across the rear garden and towards the iconic Red 
House Glass Cone, while bedroom three is a single room. There 
is also a well-presented shower room. 
 
Outside to the rear, the property enjoys a well-maintained, 
enclosed south-facing garden laid initially to a paved seating 
area. A pathway flanked by lawns with planted borders leads to 
the versatile and spacious garages and workshop at the rear, 
ideal for parking multiple cars or bikes, and featuring a rear 
access door to the service road behind.
